CBDWC CHAPERONE POLICY
AMENDED 10-17-06

In order for the CBDWC to function and provide the best opportunities for its wrestlers, much work needs to be done. In order to provide proper supervision for wrestlers when traveling, this Chaperone Policy is established.

In order to attain Chaperone status, certain requirements must be met:

1) Must be a Regular Member in good standing as established by the Bylaws and the Board of Directors

2) Must have earned 20 VE points as set forth in the Volunteer Points Policy

The Board of Directors will designate the number of Chaperones for each trip. Unless the Board specifys otherwise, the number of Chaperones for each trip is 2. The Coach responsible for the trip will select the Chaperones from a list of those meeting the requirements set forth above and have indicated a willingness to be a chaperone. Chaperones will earn VE points as set forth in the Volunteer Points Policy. Chaperones are required to stay in the same motel as the wrestlers and are to be on duty when the wrestlers are there. Chaperones are also required to get food and beverages for wrestlers as designated by the Coach.

It is expected that Chaperones will fulfill the responsibilities that are required of them. The Coach is responsible to give the Chaperones a list of duties and advise them what is expected of them on a particular trip. Anyone not fulfilling this responsibility may be removed from Chaperone duty and may be prohibited from serving as a Chaperone on future trips.

The Board of Directors may amend this Policy as needed at any time.
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
