CBDWC POLICY ESTABLISHING PARTICIPANT GUIDELINES
ADOPTED   10-17-06  
Participant Members may join at any time, but to receive the benefits of the Club, Participants must join during the enrollment period of October 1 - December 31. Participants joining after that period must pay any wrestling costs prior to the event. No membership fee is required but payment of the wrestler fees are the Participant’s responsibility.  Payment or Payment arrangements must be presented to the Club Treasurer by the payment deadline. Failure to do so will result in the Participant having to pay all costs for attending wrestling events. Scholarships are available for those unable to pay, but arrangements must be made with the Head Coach prior to the deadline and communicated to the Club Treasurer.   

Participant Members must adhere to all club policies and rules established by the Head Coach and are members at the discretion of the Board of Directors and the Coaching Staff.  Participant Members must meet guidelines and standards set forth by the Coaching Staff as to their level of participation. Discipline of a Participant Member and monitoring of their adherence to Club policy is the responsibility primarily of the Head Coach.  The Board of Directors may also exercise their ultimate right to discipline a Participant Member if the Club determines that the discipline administered by the Head Coach is insufficient or not in the best interest of the club, or for any issue not directly related to Wrestling.
Participant Members may be recommended for suspension by the Head Coach and/or any member for any offense found to be a detriment to the club, the general membership or the community at large.  Such offenses may include but are not limited to:


Breaking Club By-laws or Policies 





Unlawful Drug or Alcohol Use

Breaking Coaching Staff guidelines and standards 


Criminal Offenses
Matters resulting in discipline by the Participant’s School

Upon notification, the Board will conduct an investigation and determine what, if any, discipline is appropriate. When a suspension is recommended, the wrestler/parents will be notified of any allegations via overnight delivery and be offered an opportunity to present any pertinent information to the Board within 48 hours of receipt of this notification or attempt to deliver. Failure to accept delivery will not alter the timeframes set forth herein. It is the responsibility of the participant/family in question to contact the Club office @ 382-4577 to schedule this meeting.  At the conclusion of this meeting or when 48 hours has elapsed without contact from the participant/parent, the decision to suspend and the length of time for this suspension will be determined by a majority vote of the Board of Directors.
If the decision is made to suspend a Participant Member, that member may appeal the decision as long as notice is given to the Board of Directors within 48 hours from the time the decision is communicated to the Participant/parent as set forth above.  Appealing a decision does not allow the immediate re-instatement of the Participant Member.  The original suspension will remain in effect until the appeal process is completed.  Once a request for an appeal is made, the Board will appoint an Appeals Committee made up of 5 non-biased, regular Club members, excluding any Board Members, to hear the Participant Member’s appeal. The appeal must be heard within 5 days of notification to the Board.  If the Appeals Committee does not agree with the Board of Directors original decision, the Participant member will be re-instated immediately.  If the Appeals Committee supports the Boards original decision, the Participant Member shall be suspended for the length of time that had previously been determined.  The decision made by the Appeals Committee will be final and no other appeal will be accepted concerning the issue. If the Board determines the offense is of a serious nature, the Board by majority vote may suspend a Participant while the investigation is being conducted. There is no Appeal of a suspension while an investigation is being conducted. 

If such offenses are deemed of sufficient cause, the Board of Directors may recommend removal from the Club for the Club year (October 1 - September 30 ). This recommendation will then be presented to the membership for a majority vote at the next monthly membership meeting. There is no appeal for removal from the Club.
There is no appeal for any discipline issued by the Board or Head Coach unless the discipline includes suspension of the Participant.

This Policy may be amended at any time.
